Project Details
Location: The proposed project affects 3 separate roadways;

e Trailwood Drive from just north of its intersection with Lineberry Drive to

just south of its intersection with Main Campus Drive.

Need/Benefit: The purpose of the 1-40 Bridge Pedestrian Retrofit
Improvement Project is to improve safety along the corridor for both vehicles
and pedestrians by providing pedestrian connectivity.
Description of Roadway:

Existing Trailwood Drive is a 5-lane roadway with curb & gutter south of
its intersection with Lineberry Drive and then transitions to a 2-lane
roadway with turf shoulders just south of 1-40. It transitions from its 2-lane
roadway typical section to 3-lane roadway with curb & gutter prior to its
intersection with Main Campus Drive and maintains this typical to just
north of the intersection where it transitions back to a 2-lane roadway with
turf shoulders. It has a current posted speed limit of 35 mph from Tryon
Road to just north of its intersection with Main Campus Drive and increases
to 40 mph until it reaches Avent Ferry Road.
Traffic Maintenance: Local traffic operations on existing Trailwood Drive
will be maintained during construction. There will be brief periods of one-lane,
two-way traffic controlled by flaggers during non-peak travel times.
Construction along the existing bridge will be coordinated with NCDOT Project
1-5338/1-5311 (Fortify Project).
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
